Extension – no extension – resume with previous options and a “work on the paper”

Use old paper – email from Professor Martin: I really liked your paper, and apparently so did Dr. Lee. Except she liked it last semester…. See me after the next class
Buy paper – email from Professor Martin: so I assume you work for this website? Opens up to purchased paper. See me after class.
